• If this were a literature class, you would read the relevant material before class.  You 
should do the same for physics!  Since the complete semester schedule will be provided, 
you know what to study before class; not to have mastered it, but to have gone over it 
carefully enough to understand the definitions and basic concepts as well as to appreciate 
the difficulties.  Reading quizzes, as part of your homework grade, will be given to 
encourage advance reading.  Class time will be used to help explain the more difficult 
material and present examples relevant to students interested in the health sciences.  If 
you can understand it easily by reading, then I won’t bore you with it in class.  I will try 
to find new and imaginative ways to bore you. 

 
• The highest two scores on the three hour-long tests will contribute toward your grade.
